Freshman 

 Complete ENGL 1010 and ENGL 1020. 

 Complete Natural Science Selective and Lab. 
 
Sophomore 

 Complete EDPR 2111, LEAD 2010, COMM 2381, and SPED 2000 during your sophomore 
year. 

 Begin application process for admission to the Teacher Education Program (TEP). TEP 
admissions packet can be downloaded from our website (coe.memphis.edu). 

 Take the Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST) as early as possible in your sophomore year. 

 Complete an interview. 

 Secure two faculty recommendations from teacher training faculty (Recommendation forms 
are included in the TEP packet of information). 

 
Junior 

 Take the Middle School: Content Knowledge portion of the PRAXIS II exam.  You must 
pass the Content Knowledge exam in order to student teach and graduate. 

 
Senior 

 Take the remaining portions of the PRAXIS II exam. 

 File the “Intent to Graduate” form.  A meeting with the Graduation Analyst will be 
scheduled approximately three (3) weeks after you submit this form.  The form and 
deadlines can be found at coe.memphis.edu
