Second, the Professional Education courses are essential for teachers
at all levels. Third, the Special Education component contains advanced courses and experiences that lead to
specialized professional knowledge unique to teaching students with disabilities and in this case students K-6. This
program sheet is an informal guide to selecting and sequencing courses required in the Special Education Program.

Complete EDPR 2111, LEAD 2010, COMM 2381, and SPED 2000 during your sophomore year.

Begin application process for admission to the Teacher Education Program (TEP). TEP admissions
packet can be downloaded from our website (coe.memphis.edu).

Take the Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST) as eatly as possible in your sophomore year.
Complete an interview.

Secure two faculty recommendations from teacher training faculty (Recommendation forms are
included in the TEP packet of information).

Complete at least two of the following (SPED 3201, 3401, 3501, 4601).
Junior

Be sure you are admitted to TEP. If not, you will be delayed in your program.
Take ELED 4240 and 4241 and ECED 4500 before Block 1.
Check into scholarship opportunities for SPED juniors (coe.memphis.edu)

Take the PRAXIS II.
